North America: Influenza activity remained low. In Canada, Mexico and in the United States, SARS-CoV-2 activity continued
elevated but decreasing.

Caribbean: Influenza activity remained low. In Haiti, SARS-CoV-2 activity remained at moderate levels and increasing. In
Saint Lucia, ILI activity remained above alert threshold among the > 5 years of age and SARS-CoV-2 activity continues to
increase.

Up to EW 18, 2021, the public health laboratory network (Graph 1) reported circulation of influenza A and B virus
detections with influenza A (not subtyed) predominance. During 2021, overall, the percentage of outpatient visits
for influenza-like illness (ILI) (1.2%) remained below the national baseline (2.6%) and below the average of 2009-
20 seasons (Graph 2). As of EW 18, 10.9% of the deaths that occurred during the week ending May 8, 2021 (week
18), were due to pneumonia, influenza, and/or COVID-19 (PIC)- above the epidemic threshold of 6.5%. As of early
May 2021, there was a decreasing trend in laboratory-confirmed COVID-19-associated hospitalizations (Graph 4).

Guadeloupe: 650 new COVID-19 cases have been confirmed as of EW 18, 2021 (compared to 801 in the previous
week). The number of acute respiratory infections (ARI) decreased compared to previous weeks (Graph 1). Saint-
Martin: As of EW 18, 2021, 62 (compared to 29 previously) COVID-19 new cases have been confirmed, an increase
from the previous week. A slight decrease in ARl consultations was reported, compared to the number of
consultations reported in EW 17 (Graph 2). Saint-Barthelemy: Sixteen new COVID cases were confirmed, an increase
compared to those reported last week. ARl consultations reported remained similar to the number previously
recorded (Graph 3). Martinique: As of EW 18, 179 new COVID-19 cases (compared to 359 previously) were reported
positive, a decrease from the previous week. The number of ARl teleconsultations during EW 18 decreased compared
to previous weeks (Graph 4).

During EW 18, few influenza detections (one sample) were reported with influenza A virus (unsubtyped)
circulating; activity remained below the average epidemic curve (Graphs 1 and 3). In EW 18, few respiratory
syncytial virus (RSV) detections were reported, with adenovirus co-circulating. In EW 18, SARS-CoV-2 activity and
percent positivity decreased from previous weeks but remained at elevated levels (75.8%), as 25 samples tested
positive from the 33 tested (Graphs 2 and 4). The number of ILI visits remained at the average level of previous
seasons (Graph 5). The number of SARI cases /100 hospitalizations continued decreasing and was at low activity
levels compared to previous seasons (Graph 6). / Durante la SE 18, se notificaron pocas detecciones de influenza
(una muestra) con la circulacién del virus influenza A (sin subtipo determinado); la actividad se mantuvo por debajo
de la curva epidémica promedio (Graficos 1y 3). En la SE 18, se notificaron pocas detecciones de virus respiratorio
sincitial (VRS), con la circulaciéon concurrente de adenovirus. En la SE 18, la actividad de SARS-CoV-2 y el porcentaje
de positividad disminuyeron con respecto a las semanas anteriores, pero se mantuvieron en niveles elevados
(75,8%), ya que 25 muestras dieron positivo de las 33 analizadas (Graficos 2 y 4). El nimero de visitas por ETI se
mantuvo en el nivel promedio de temporadas anteriores (Grafico 5). El nimero de casos de IRAG / 100
hospitalizaciones continué disminuyendo y se mantuvo en niveles de actividad bajos en comparacion con
temporadas anteriores (Grafico 6).

During EW 18, no influenza activity was reported, remaining below the seasonal threshold for this time of year
(Graphs 1 and 3). In EW 18, SARS-CoV-2 percent positivity (31.0%) remained similar to the percentage recorded in
the previous week and continued at elevated activity levels (Graphs 2, and 4). / Durante la SE 18 no se reporto
actividad de influenza, permaneciendo por debajo del umbral estacional para esta época del afio (Gréficos 1y 3).
En la SE 18, el porcentaje de positividad para SARS-CoV-2 (31,0%) se mantuvo similar al porcentaje registrado en
la semana anterior y continud en niveles elevados de actividad (Graficos 2 y 4).

e In EW 18, no influenza virus detections were reported; the positivity percentage continued below baseline levels
for this time of year (Graphs 1 and 3). Few respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) detections were reported . At the national
level, SARS-CoV-2 detections, and percent positivity (18.0%) decreased compared to levels reported in recent weeks
(Graph 2). With sentinel surveillance, the number of SARI cases/100 hospitalizations continued to increase but
remained at expected levels (Graph 4). / En la SE 18, no se notificaron detecciones de virus influenza; el porcentaje
de positividad continud por debajo de los niveles de referencia para esta época del afio (Gréficos 1 y 3). Se
informaron pocas detecciones de virus respiratorio sincitial (VRS). A nivel nacional, las detecciones de SARS-CoV-2
y el porcentaje de positividad (18,0%) disminuyeron en comparacion con los niveles reportados en las ultimas
semanas (Grafico 2). Con la vigilancia centinela, el nimero de casos de IRAG / 100 hospitalizaciones siguio
aumentando, pero se mantuvo en los niveles esperados (Grafico 4).
